For opti-
mal use, insert the base extensionsinto the L-
base at their farthest extension point and install
the hardware (nuts and bolts). The base exten-
sions can be adjusted to accommodate obstruc-
tions.

NOTE: Alwaysinsert the bolt from the inside of
the L-base. This allows the base extensions to
be properly tightened without rattling.

ELECTRICAL WIRING INSTALLATION

1. Routethelift'slongred positive (+) power wire (starting at thelift) through theinterior of thevehicleuntil you
reach the automobile battery. Seefigure 12. Conceal the wire behind or under the interior panels (there
should beexisting holes). Be certain that the wireisprotected with arubber grommet when passing it through
themetal panelsand into the engine compartment. Inside the engine compartment, securethewireto the
firewall and theinner fender with the supplied plastic wireties. Use care not to cause abrasionsto the power
wire. Itisimportant to secure the power wireat variouspointsalongitsrun.

WARNING! The red positive (+) wire must be connected directly to the positive (+) battery
Z j EE terminal.

2. Connect theshort portion (with fuse) of thered positive (+) power wireto the positive (+) battery terminal.

3. Inserttheend of thelong portion of thered power wireinto theyellow connector of the short portion and crimp
it securely. Once crimped, pull on thewire gently to ensureagood connection. Wrapping the connector with
electrical tapewill help prevent moisturefrom corroding the connection.

NOTE: If installed in a trunk, disconnect the black-red power harness (see figure 12) and remove the
motor housing and upper post and place it in an area where it will be secure. The height of the boom
arm will not allow the trunk to close.
